Loading the Disposable

Prepare the reservoir and tubing set for installation in the
350VL pump as per the instructions that came with the
disposable set.

NOTE: Only use authentic WalkMed disposables with
a WalkMed pump.

1. Remove the pump front cover.

2. Place the pump on a surface with the pump facing
up. Flip the pump open while keeping the rear
reservoir cover on the surface (the back of the
pump should be facing up).

3. Place the reservoir bag in the back cover with the
exit tube on the upper right corner.

4. Leaving the reservoir cover in place, flip the pump
back onto the cover. Push down on to the pump
until the cover snaps securely into the latch.

NOTE: This method is recommended to ensure that
the reservoir bag is completely inside of the cover and
the tubing is not pinched between the cover

and pump.

5. Open the clamp bar by pushing down on the clamp
bar release on the bottom front of the pump and
moving the clamp bar up and to the left.

6. Insert the right-angle elbow fitting of the tubing into
the elbow seat on the pump.

7. Insert the elastic tubing segment into the pumping
chamber, and the pressure cell into the pressure
cell seat to the left of the chamber, with the pressure
cell tab pointing out.

CAUTION: Do not twist the elastic segment of the
dedicated WalkMed 350VL pump tubing set when
installing it into the pump. Twisting of the elastic seg-
ment may cause flow inaccuracy, possibly resulting in
under-infusion of medications to the patient.

8. Close the clamp bar so that it locks fully with an
audible “click” sound.

NOTE: Closing the clamp bar places the elastic tub-
ing segment in contact with the pumping mechanism.
To ensure proper medication delivery, always close
the clamp bar until it fully engages the lock pin with an
audible “click” sound. Verify proper closure by pulling
up firmly on the end of the clamp bar with your thumb
or index finger.
